Benji was rough cut. He spent his time riding around town on his Harley looking for fights and getting
high. For him life was one big party, until he got busted. Sitting in a North Carolina jail he was
surprised when a young pastor came to his cell and asked if he could pray for Beniji. Benji said “yes”
and he found his life changed. This wasn't just another “jail cell conversion,” this was real. Benji
asked the pastor to give him a haircut. The pastor obliged by showing up with a bowl and scissors.
When he went before the judge sporting his new ‘do,’ Beniji told of his new relationship with Jesus and
that he would accept any decision the judge thought was fair. Something about Benji caught the
judge’s eye, and he sentenced him to time spent and probation. Back on the outside again Benji’s life
was radically different. No more drugs, no more fights. He went back to school, enrolled in seminary
at Duke, and became my first friend as we did doctoral work together. Today Benji pastors one of the
fastest growing churches in the Raleigh-Durham area. Planted in 2001, New Hope Wesleyan Church
now boasts four campuses around the region. One of those campuses is, ironically, in a prison for
women. And on the last weekend of October they were scheduled with two-hundred women to be
baptized!

How do you explain such amazing results? How do you explain a drug addict turned pastor leading
thousands of people into life-changing relationships with Christ? The answer is simple, really: Benji
joined. He bought in. He heard who Jesus was, saw what Jesus was about, and said, “How can | be
used?” Beniji didn’t have much to offer, but when you join God, He provides all you need.

As you read this, we at Community UMC are racing toward Consecration Weekend. Our emphasis
through this season has been “Stewardship, A Matter of the Heart.” And our challenge has been to
TRUST God and to IBEY God and to 909N God. God has been doing great work, and He isn’t going

to stop! The question is, “Are you in? Will you join Him?”

“Understanding Grief”

Why do we grieve?

We all begin our lives connected to someone. Throughout all of life we make many other attach-
ments both to people and things. Yet at the same time our development as human beings requires sepa-
ration and independence. There is no life that does not experience both attachment and separation. And
thus there is no life that does not experience grief. Grief is the normal response to the loss of any
significant attachment.

Grief is unique to each of us. Grief is a cluster of emotions. We can identify many “ingredients” of
grief: shock, numbness, confusion, lack of concentration, anxiety, panic, anger, guilt, fatigue, sadness
and yearning are some.

No two individuals experience grief in an identical way. We all have our own unique cluster
because we are all different people. The relationship we have lost is unique so our response will be
unique. You may experience many of the emotions of grief, but to a lesser or greater degree. How you
experience grief will be different from anyone else. That’s why | never say, “I know how you feel” to
anyone. | really cannot know how anyone else feels. Each person’s response is unique and different
because of many factors that make up the equation.

Grief: An Emotional Response

Grief is an emotional response to a significant loss. Your grief process is different from everyone else’s
because you are different from anyone else, and the relationship lost and what it meant to you is
unique. To experience grief is to acknowledge that you cared about someone. Now that they are gone,
you are feeling the loss. You miss them. If you hadn’t had a relationship or an attachment you wouldn’t
be grieving. To experience grief is to acknowledge that you are human. You have feelings.

He sent a
bottle of aspirin to Lt. General Richard C. Lindsey,
Commander of the allied Air Force in Southeast Europe,
asking if any of his airplanes could parachute the bottle
of aspirin to Dr. Schweitzer’s jungle hospital in Africa.

Upon hearing the letter, an Italian radio station issued
an appeal, resulting in more than $400,000 worth of
donated medical supplies. The French and Italian govern-
ments each supplied a plane to fly the medicines and the
boy to Dr. Schweitzer. The grateful Doctor responded, “I
never thought a child could do so much for my hospital.”

None of us may be able to solve all the problems in
the world, but we can feed a hungry family in a nearby
neighborhood, clothe the homeless person who has just
arrived at a shelter, or give a blanket to a street person
who lives near our office building. If every person who
could offer help would take just one step every month to
meet just one person’s need, think what might be accom-
plished!

Ever have a bad day? ... Dan Zweibel, a 15 year old who played on my son’s baseball team had a bad
day. September 12th was so bad that it took his life. Why? As | remembered, he loved life and was so
happy when he was younger. What went so wrong? Ever have a collection of bad days one after the
other? Ever been scared/bullied? Ever been along for just for the ride, without control or something
firm to grip? Ever been lonely? So lonely it ached? Ever want someone to talk with? Ever need a hug?
A kind word? Affirmation that you even exist? ... No one asked or cared about what was happening in
Dan’s life. What if someone did care, took the time to show it, listened to him, L O V E D him? Do
you think you would be hearing about Dan now? Who really would be the one blessed? Dan, or the
one who saved his life?

I work in a hospital. | see people usually at their worst, scared, wanting to trust but not sure who or
what to trust. Having people, who don’t even know me, put their lives or their loved ones’ lives in my
hands. Daily, I see the miracles of God’s creation and the ugly results of sin. | am afforded every
opportunity to make a difference. Rick Warren once asked me (in his book “The Purpose Driven Life”),
how many people will be in heaven because of me? | really couldn’t answer that with any certainty.
After all, while | have every opportunity to make a difference, too often, I let those moments to make an
eternal difference, pass. In the last couple years however, my faith has begun to come alive. Those
moments that slip by are fewer, and | am able to give back to the Lord who has blessed me abundantly.
In becoming a Steven Minister, | thought | would be a blessing to someone. Instead I have been blessed
more than | could ever have imagined.

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Outpouring of the Soul

Recently in my Disciple Il class we read about Abraham and Sarah showing hospitality to the three
strangers who arrived at their desert tent home. The strangers turned out to be God in person bearing
the news that they would soon be having the promised son, Isaac (Genesis 18).

The question posed in the weekly reading was “Where had Abraham and Sarah learned hospital-
ity?” When these unknown men arrived, Abraham and Sarah got into action providing water to wash,
food to eat, cold water to drink and a place to sit down and relax with seemingly no thought.

This question got me thinking, where have we learned hospitality? In my role on staff, I spend
time learning ways that we as a congregation can continually be more hospitable to those who come
our way. There are definitely things we can do as a church to be hospitable; hang signs for directions,
provide a cup of coffee or cold drink, have useful and appealing printed resources, maintain the
welcome centers, and the list goes on with the recognition that more can always be done. But, as |
read and reflected on scripture, | was reminded that hospitality is really an outpouring of the soul — of
each individual in our congregation.

The Disciple text suggests that Abraham and Sarah learned to practice hospitality because of their

culture. At the time of no fast-food restaurants and Motel 6s, practicing hospitality was a necessity to
sustain the life of a fellow traveler. But, the text also suggests that in a sense “they had learned hospi-
tality at the feet of God. God had offered them a place, a homeland, a blessing, a family, for no appar-
ent reason other than the generous opening of grace.” God had provided them with so much so
abundantly; why shouldn’t they too offer blessings to another?

Because God has blessed us so abundantly, we can also show abundant and gracious love and
hospitality to those around us. How will you practice hospitality today?
